Behaviour Policy 2016
Aim of behaviour policy

At Stockham School we aim to promote positive, outstanding behaviour and create an environment in which all children can achieve their personal best through a guided shared discipline.
At the start of each year teachers will work with their class to produce a list of class rules that will be signed and on display in each classroom. 
Whole school staff approach (the principles)

We encourage all adults to accept responsibility for good behaviour and maintaining high standards across the school.  We aim to achieve this by:

· Being consistent in applying rules, rewards and sanctions across the school

· Treating everybody fairly and with respect

· Acting as a positive role model and following dignity at work policy
· Working with parents to ensure the children achieve their best

· Encouraging children to identify self worth
· Providing Educational behaviour plans for specific children.
Recognising good behaviour
We recognise good behaviour throughout the school by:

· Praise.
· Using Miles of Smiles to celebrate individual’s success through the Newsletter

· Rewarding children with house points and fab cards (KS2 and KS1)

· Writing about their individual achievements in the Rainbow Book, Miles of Smiles and How Full is your Bucket? 
· Giving children stickers, stamps or house points to recognise their personal achievements

· Ten stickers are worth a Fab Card
· HT stickers

· Classes with particular behaviour needs may have their own reward systems ie; credit for choosing time etc
· Teachers may also use their own individual systems of class rewards.
· IBP are in place for children who are SEN specifically for behaviour.
Examples of positive behaviour to be rewarded are:
These may be linked to our school learning powers. 
· Good work and effort

· Being an active listener

· Being polite and using good manners

· Being considerate and kind to others

· Personal improvements (meeting individual behaviour targets)

· Being helpful

· Good playtime and lunchtime behaviour

· Representing the school whilst showing positive behaviour

Whole school behaviour systems
Golden Time (45 minutes of chosen activity)

Golden time is a whole school mixed activity for 45 minutes on a Friday afternoon between 2.00 – 2.45pm.

Golden Time can be used as a sanction and removed in 5 minute slots. A warning must be given first before golden time is removed, UNLESS the incident is totally unacceptable behaviour i.e: Kicking, swearing – see behaviour book
Uses a whole class list with children’s names on so they can remove their own Golden Time.

During the week, teachers and TA’s will sign up to the activity that they will provide for Golden Time, and show what the maximum number of children they can have in their group.
The list will be sent around the classes and children will sign up to their preferred activity.  To be fair and consistent, the list will start with Year 6 one week, Year 5 the next and so on.  This rotates each week.
At the end of the session, Year 6s will deliver the younger children back to their classes. (To start the year off).

Some activities offered in Golden Time are: Dance and music, drawing and design, ICT skills, outdoor play, cooking, story telling, drama, Sports, creative arts etc. It is the staff’s responsibility to ensure their activities are ‘Golden!’
Rainbow Book

This is a special book that celebrates achievements across the school.

Anybody in the school community can write in the Rainbow book and share their positive thoughts about Stockham Primary School or the children.

The book will be kept on display outside the school office for anybody to read.

In a Friday assembly, the week’s entries to the Rainbow Book will be read out and those children will receive a certificate recognising the reason they were chosen to go into the Rainbow book.
Stickers/House points/Stamps
Stickers and house points will be awarded to children by any adult in the school in recognition for their positive behaviour and work.

When children receive 10 stickers they are awarded a Fab Card.  Fab cards may then lead to exclusive rewards i.e. helpers for a week.
Children with the most house points in each class are announced on Fridays and also which colour house group earned the most in the week.  A coloured ribbon is then put onto the House cup underneath the sports notice board.
Buddies
Children who need additional support for behaviour and self-help skills are buddied up with older children. This support is especially useful at Lunchtimes.
Toilet/Classroom passes
Passes at lunch time ensure children are out of the building at all break and lunchtimes unless instructed by an adult. (Health and Safety). Occasionally a teacher may allow a child or children to work on a project during break times in the classroom. It is the teacher’s responsibility to ensure they are adequately supervised and that the lunchtime supervisors are informed. 
Sanctions and procedures leading to exclusion:

· Warning from teacher/adult

· 5 mins off golden time

· Informing parents

· When 15 mins or more are lost: teachers to speak to parents.

· Break times to catch up on unfinished work
· Head teacher involvement

· Further Support systems in place – Ed Psych, Home school link worker, PCHAMS referral, behaviour support, Interventions in school times, external agencies.
· Internal exclusions -Half day – Thinking time out of classroom
· Lunchtime exclusion –if behaviour is linked to consistently breaking the behaviour policy at lunchtimes.

· CAF, TAC possible, check attendance and support

· Last action -Exclusion route (Thorough HT: paper work needed)   – Governor Involvement at this stage.
Behaviour Book

Physical, verbal abuse or theft behaviour issues are recorded in the bound and numbered ‘Schools Behaviour Log’ which is held in the Head Teachers office. All serious incidents are signed by the teacher and the parents to ensure an accurate record is held. 

There is a second black and red ‘Behaviour Log 2014 onwards’ which will be used to record less serious persistent behaviour issues. These will also be signed by the class teacher and parents. 
If chn have lost 20 minutes or more golden time, they must see the Head Teacher or SLT member after assembly. Teachers will put the children from their class who have lost 20 mins or more in the alphabetical behaviour log (date and how much lost). We can then track individual persistently disruptive children. (Parents informed)

Staff are trained in Team Teach and will use reasonable force if necessary:
Schools can use reasonable force to: 

( Remove disruptive children from the classroom where they have refused to follow an instruction to do so. 

( Prevent a pupil behaving in a way that disrupts a school event or a school trip or visit.

 ( Prevent a pupil leaving the classroom where allowing the pupil to leave would risk their safety or lead to behaviour that disrupts the behaviour of others.

 ( Prevent a pupil from attacking a member of staff or another pupil, or to stop a fight in the playground. 

· Prevent damage to school property and equipment.

( Restrain a pupil at risk of harming themselves through physical outbursts.
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
