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Science


Living Things and their Habitats


Explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead and things that have never been alive. 


Identify that most living things in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other.  


Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including micro-habitats.  


Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food in, and identify and name different sources of food.

Experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music.

Design, make and evaluate a mode of transport with wheels and axles


Design purposeful, functional, appealing products for themselves and other users based on design criteria.

Extended story by a significant author –


THE WIZARD OF OZ BY L. FRANK BAUM


Listen to, discuss and express views about a wide range of contemporary and classic stories at a level beyond that at which they can read independently.


Discuss the sequence of events in a book.


Discuss and clarify the meaning of words, linking new meanings to known vocabulary.


Make inferences on the basis of what is being said and done.  


Predict what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far.  


Add suffixes to spell longer words.


Develop stamina and a positive attitude towards writing by writing for a range of purposes. 


Make simple additions, revisions and corrections to their own writing by evaluating their work and the work of others.  


Re-read to check their writing makes sense and that verbs to indicate time are used correctly and consistently.

Shape


Identify and describe the properties of 2D shapes, including the number of sides and line symmetry in a vertical line.  


Identify and describe the properties of 3D shapes, including the number of edges, vertices and faces.  


Identify 2D shapes on the surface of 3D shapes.


Compare and sort common 2D and 3D shapes and everyday objects.  


Time


Tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times.


Know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.

Identify the importance, for some people, of belonging to a religion and recognise the difference this makes to their lives.








Geography


Countries of the UK and their Capital Cities


Name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the UK and its surrounding seas.  


Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of the UK.


Use world maps, atlases and gloves to identify the UK and its countries.
