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Section 1: Principles

It should also provide opportunities for them to communicate for practical purposes, learn new ways of thinking and read great literature in the original language. Language teaching should provide the foundation for learning further languages, equipping pupils to study and work in other countries.”

Educational Aims

At Stockham Primary School we introduce modern foreign languages in a way that is enjoyable and fun.
The main aim of teaching a modern foreign language at Stockham is to encourage the pupils to enjoy learning new languages. All children in the school have equal opportunities to develop their linguistic skills. 
We want to enable pupils to:

· understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources.

· speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation.

· write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt.

· discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied.
Objectives for pupils
The teaching of MFL at key stage 2 offers opportunities for children to: 
· become increasingly familiar with the sounds and written form of a modern foreign language.
· develop language skills and language-learning skills.
· understand and communicate in a new language.
· make comparisons between the foreign language and English or another language.
· increase their cultural awareness by learning about different countries and their people, and working with materials from those countries and communities.
· foster positive attitudes towards foreign language learning.
· use their knowledge with growing confidence and competence to understand what they hear and read, and to express themselves in speech and in writing.
· form a sound basis for further study at key stage 3 and beyond.   
Section 2: Practice

The MFL Curriculum

At Stockham Primary School MFL is taught by the class teachers whilst being supported by the languages co-ordinator. European Day of Languages is celebrated each year in September.
Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1
Children from Foundation Stage upwards have the opportunity to participate in various cultural events such as Diwali and Chinese New Year. Key Stage 1 do not have formal languages lessons but MFL is regularly incorporated into registration time, and other areas of the curriculum as appropriate.
Key Stage 2

Pupils are taught to understand and communicate ideas, facts and feelings in speech and writing, focused on familiar and routine matters, using their knowledge of phonology, grammatical structures and vocabulary. The focus of study in modern languages is on practical communication. If an ancient language is chosen the focus will be to provide a linguistic foundation for reading comprehension and an appreciation of classical civilisation. 
Management and co-ordination

At Stockham Primary School the MFL co-ordinator is responsible for the management and co-ordination of languages throughout the school.  This includes:
· Monitoring the teaching and learning in modern languages.
· Supporting staff with advice.
· Being familiar with resources, be aware of purchasing needs and manage the budget.
· Monitoring the resources in all key stages.

Planning

Class teachers plan their own lessons in line with the 2014 National Curriculum, following the scheme of work ‘La Jolie Ronde’ where appropriate.
Assessment
Pupils are assessed on their grasp of the objectives of the 2014 National Curriculum. Pupils are are graded as .1 (emerging in their understanding of the curriculum), .2 (developing towards the expected level), .3 (meeting expected level) or .4 (exceeding the expected level).
By the end of each key stage, pupils are expected to know, apply and understand the matters, skills and processes specified in the relevant programme of study from the 2014 National Curriculum.
