Spelling Games to Play at Home
1. Adult to choose a word from a book your child has been reading.  Ask your child to spell the word using magnetic letters.  Begin with phonetically correct words then extend to high frequency words (key word list) when his/her confidence has grown.

2. As above but your child to write the word on his/her whiteboard rather than use the magnetic letters.

3. Take a word card from a feely bag/box.  Ask your child to read the word to you then take it away and ask him/her to spell it on his/her whiteboard.

4. Use the letter flipchart for your child to create words.  Perhaps s/he could make lists of rhyming sets using this.

5. Set up a writing area in your home that is fun and exciting to visit.  Display the high frequency words for your child to refer to when s/he is unsure of a spelling.
6. Provide your child with the letters to form a given high frequency word.  Explain the letters are muddled; can s/he order them correctly to spell this word? 

7. Provide your child with quite a long word, e.g. information.  Can he use the letters within this word to write a list of other, shorter words?  How many can s/he find?  S/he may only use the letters available.

8. Focus on only 5 or 6 words a week for your child and you to work on.  Ask your child to spell these words out loud, to write them on his/her whiteboard or to write them within a sentence.   The following week move onto 5 or 6 more words but continue to use those learnt last week wherever possible to consolidate learning.
