Please find attached to this letter the Home Learing tasks for next week.  As always, please only do what you can and don’t feel that you need to complete everything.  Once again, I have organised the activities into a timetable but as always, this is only for guidance and you are more than welcome to take your pick from the ideas that interest you instead.  You will see that much of the English work continues to focus around Anthony Browne.  This week we are moving on to a new story of his though; The Tunnel. I hope you enjoy this week’s book just as much as you have all enjoyed Gorilla!  I will look forward to hearing what you think about it when I call some of you next week.
Once again Miss Hall has also been busy organising some Home Learning for Science and extra Maths units for you all.  This is the information she has asked me to pass on:
Science

This week we are learning about Microhabitats and Minibeasts. Please work through the Science powerpoint presentation on the Year 2 Home Learning area. Complete the three worksheet activities as described in the powerpoint please. 
Shape Maths

This week we are learning about lines of symmetry in 2d shapes. 
WALT: Understand what a line of symmetry is.
Give your child a selection of 2d shapes cut from paper, e.g. circle, square, hexagon, rectangle,parallelogram, triangle, rhombus etc. Firstly discuss with them the name of each shape and the number of sides and vertices it has.  Then introduce the idea of symmetry. Can your child fold the shape so it is the same on both sides? If so this is a line of symmetry. Can they draw the line of symmetry on the shapes? Are there any shapes with more than one line of symmetry?  Finally sort the shapes into a table on a piece of paper to show the number of lines of symmetry. Ask your child to stick each shape into the correct section on the table.

Don't forget to talk about the properties of 2D shapes we have learnt when you see them around the home and out and about as this will help to consolidate their learning.
I hope this is all helpful with your Home Learning and, as I have previously mentioned, please do only what you are able to.  Everything Miss Hall and I have listed above can be found on the Stockham School website.  Please click on the Home Learning tab followed by Year 2 to find each link.
