	Class News

Year F   
We have had a super busy start to this term, not only have we come back to explore our lovely newly decorated classroom, but we have started to learn about our new theme "Once Upon a Time". This week we have been learning about The Three Billy Goats Gruff. We had a fabulous time on Wednesday for our 'Traditional Tales Celebration Day', the children were very eager to share their favourite traditional tale or traditional tale character, also the traditional tales we have read so far in class have promoted a lot of discussion!  In PE this week, we have started to learn athletic skills- the children focused on different ways to throw and catch a ball, we were very excited to do PE on the field due to the dry weather! In maths we have been thinking about problem solving, we have been answering word problems by adding two different numbers together. At Forest School we made mud trolls, built bridges and looked at what greenery the goats might eat if they were there. 
Year 1   
This week in Year 1 we have started exploring our new theme - Stone Walls and Turrets. We have been looking at non-fiction texts and what we can use them for. In science we have started our new topic looking at plants and have planted some seeds in the classroom. 
Year 2               Year 2 have had a fantastic start to Term 5 and are eager to get going on all of our new learning. In Geography, we have started learning about different types of rainforest and have located these on a world map using our knowledge of continents and countries. In English, we have been reading ‘The Journey Home’ by Fran Preston-Gannon to deepen our understanding of endangered and extinct animals. In Art, we have been looking at rainforest pictures painted by Henri Rosseau and what makes them so distinctive. In Maths, we have been consolidating our understanding of the 5 and 10 times table by solving multiplication and division problems. 

Year 3   
Year 3 have had a great start to Term 5!  They have begun their new history topic about Ancient Egypt, by learning about when Ancient Egypt was and how we know about it.  Half the class enjoyed their first forest school lesson this week, while the other half began learning about Ancient Egyptian burial masks in Art.  In English, we have started learning about the features of newspaper reports and in Maths, we have started learning about fractions by identifying what makes a part and a whole.  
Year 4   
Year 4 have really enjoyed their swimming this week! The children have all been working hard to improve their swimming technique and have shown really perseverance in the water. In English we have started a new class text, The Last Bear. The children enjoyed using Google Earth to find where Bear Island is and they used their knowledge of the world to help them predict what the Island might be like.  This term Year 4 are going to be learning how to play the drums, on Wednesday they had their first lesson. Everyone was very excited and has great fun playing different musical games on the drums. 
Year 5   
Year 5 are really pleased to be back at school after the Easter break! This week we were excited to start learning about our new topic, volcanoes and earthquakes, and are using this as a focus for our writing in English as well as in our geography lessons. We have spent time investigating the features of information texts and tried our hand at researching, learning how to read and take notes from non-fiction books. We have enjoyed some summer sport in the form of cricket and tennis in PE (despite the non-summery weather!) and have looked at comparing and ordering decimal numbers in maths. 
Year 6   
Year 6 have been really busy this week and have all had a great start to term 5.  We have been learning all about angles in maths this week and have been practising finding missing angles by both using a protractor and using given facts.  We have also learnt how to find the volume of a cuboid.  In English lessons, we have been revising different elements of grammar such as word classes and conjunctions.  In history we have begun to think about our new topic of The Terrible Tudors and is science we have started our unit on electricity. We also spent some of our week saying goodbye to Caroline. We worked in groups to write a surprise for her for her final stamping out assembly and had a tea-party for her on Thursday afternoon. We will all really miss Caroline and want to say a big thank you to her for all her hard work over the many years she has been at Stockham.
