TOE BY TOE (Higher KS 2)
This is a one to one programme.

It is for children with reading difficulties especially those who have been diagnosed as having specific learning difficulties (dyslexia).

It is a repetitive programme where children need to have 3 ticks for each sound or word.

LAUNCHING INTO READING SUCCESS  (FoundationYR 1)
This programme is a phonological awareness training.

It covers:

· Units of sound

· Tapping

· Rhyme

· Segmentation of syllables 

· Onset and rhyme

· Segmentation into phonemes

· Discrimination

· Blending Phonemes

· Pronunciation

P.A.T (Phonological Awareness Training) All ages
This programme is designed to help children to read, spell and write phonically regular words.

This programme is for 10 minutes daily it provides intensive work on reading, spelling and handwriting all within the same activity.

The programme consists of 3 days learning spelling patterns, 1 day of reading and spelling and 1 day of dictation.
ACCELEREAD/ACCELEWRITE All ages
This programme is used with a computer.

· It is a multi-sensory in nature, combining vision, sound and touch.

· It develops both visual and listening memory.

· It is highly structured, allowing the learner to progress at their own rate, achieving success.

· It builds in regular revision.

· It allows progress to be evaluated and measured.

· It is highly motivating- children love computers, but computers that talk! 

· It offers consistent feedback at precisely the time it is needed.

· It uses a Sassoon font and typeface preferred by children. 

· It encourages the development of computer and word processing skills.    
WAVE 3 LITERACY All ages
FFT Family Fisher Trust

Wave 3 is specific targeted approach for children who are not making progress within group or class supervision.

It is a one to one programme.

The aim of Wave 3 provision is to enable the child to make at least double the rate of progress in order to narrow the gap between the least able and their peers.

This programme alternates between a reading day and a writing day

DIRECT PHONICS Yr1 upwards
This programme is used for small group work. 

We have found that Direct Phonics works because:

· The content is cumulative and very repetitive.

· The teaching method follows a routine of ‘model-lead-check’.

· Children listen, speak, read and write in each lesson.

· Each lesson has the same predictable pattern consisting of five basic activities:

Say (repeat after teacher)

· Match (point to)
· Make (blend), Read 
· Write
New Reading & Thinking

(From Lower KS2 0nwards)
· Reading

· Comprehension plus inferential questioning
Write Away Together (Improving text eg Big Write)

· Pick out two positives and one negative to improve. Generous praise for the two positives.
Work on the one negative.

It is divided into 5 levels for children aged 6-11.
Magic Belt, Titan’s Gauntlets & Rescue series
This intervention is for KS 2 ‘catch up’ readers. Age 8-14 for children who have poor phonic knowledge. It involves developing reading skills, word building, blending and segmenting words, phoneme manipulation, comprehension, writing and vocabulary work.
Project X (CODE)

This intervention is very popular, the children love it. It is for KS1 & KS2.It combines systematic synthetic phonics, comprehension development, motivational 3D design and gripping stories to accelerate struggling readers progress.
