Multiplication and Division


Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables, including recognising odd and even numbers.  


Calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division within the multiplication tables and write them using the appropriate symbols.  


Show that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order and division of one number by another cannot.  


Solve problems involving multiplication and division.  


Graphs


Interpret and construct simple pictograms, tally charts and tables.


Ask and answer simple questions by counting, sorting and organising categories.


Ask and answer questions about totalling and comparing categorical data.  


Money


Recognise and use symbols for pounds and pence.  


Find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money.


Solve simple problems in a practical context involving addition and subtraction of money, including giving change.

Identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials.


Find out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by force.
