Important dates: 

· All being well, Your child’s first day will be Thursday 3rd September 2020. Doors open at 8.40am. Please come in and help settle your child into school. 

· Mrs Hackwood would like to arrange a meeting with each child’s parents/carers in order to gain more information about your child to ensure a smooth start to their school life.  You will be able to sign up for a time slot at the initial meeting (date to come soon)
The daily routine will consist of:

 8.40am- doors open and settle into the classroom

8.50- register and key group circles

Throughout the day there will be a mixture of whole class carpet sessions, adult led small groups, child initiated play and adult initiated play.

Snack time is mid-morning every day and children receive free fruit. Please let us know of any food allergies/religious preferences. Donations of fruit are much appreciated and welcomed.  Children receive free milk up until the age of 5 years old.

11.50am – Lunch in hall, staff stay to settle. Children have over 40 minutes to eat, if needed. Free school dinners – menus will be put in book bags and children order on the day. If your child wishes to have a packed lunch, please provide a named lunch box (this will be stored in the classroom at room temperature). No fizzy drinks, glass, sweets or pure chocolate bars please. 

Afternoon session starts at 1.00pm and is similar to the morning. The children will access outside in all weather conditions. Please bring named wellies, these can be kept at school. We are hoping to introduce forest school into Foundation class very soon.  A full weekly timetable will be given to parents in September during a meeting with Mrs Hackwood. She will tell you more about what the children will be learning about, what they need each day and how you can help.

Uniform and items to bring to school:

The uniform consists of...

· Burgundy sweatshirt or cardigan

· Yellow or white polo shirt

· Black/grey skirt or trousers

· Smart black sensible footwear

· Yellow checked cotton summer dress

· White or grey socks

· Indoor shoes (black plimsolls/pumps) should be worn when entering the classroom. All shoes should be velcro or buckles unless your child can do their own laces.

· Wellies (named)

· Waterproofs

· Change of clothes left on the child’s peg.
