Programming (We Are Astronauts)


Understand what algorithms are.


Create and debug simple programs.

Mathematics


Number and Place Value


Count in steps of 2, 3 and 5 from 0 and in tens from any number, forwards and backwards.


Recognise the place value of each digit in a to-digit number.


Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations.


Compare and order numbers from 0 to 100 and use the <, > and = symbols.


Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.  


Use place value and number facts to solve problems.  


Addition and Subtraction


Solve problems with addition and subtraction.


Recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently and derive and use related facts up to 100. 


Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations and mentally.


Show that addition can be done in any order but that subtraction cannot.  


Recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction.











Art & Design/Design & Technology


Sculpture (Juan Miro)


Use a range of materials creatively to design and make products. 


Use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop ideas, experiences and imagination.


Learn about the work of a range or artists and craft makers.

Phonics, Guided Reading & Comprehension Tasks 


Stories on a theme – Space Stories


(The King and the Moon, Beegu by Alexis Deacon)


Apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words until automatic decoding has become embedded and reading is fluent.


Read accurately by blending the sounds in words.  


Read accurately words of two or more syllables.


Listen to, discuss and express views about stories at a level beyond that at which they can read independently.  


Discuss the sequence of events in stories.  


Become increasingly familiar with retelling stories.  


Answering and answering questions.  


Segment spoken words into phonemes, spelling many correctly.  


Learn new ways of spelling phonemes for which one or more spelling can be used.


Write narratives about personal experiences and those of others (fictional).


Proof reading to check for errors in spelling and punctuation.
