Phonics, Guided Reading & Comprehension Tasks


Stories/Picture Books – Indian Setting


(The Freedom Song)


Read common exception words.


Read most words quickly and accurately, without overt sounding and blending. 


Read books aloud closely matched to improved phonic knowledge, sounding out without undue hesitation.  


Re-read books to develop fluency and confidence in word reading.   


Write narratives about personal experiences and those of others.  


Write for different purposes.  


Poetry – Indian Animal Poems


Recognising simple recurring language in poetry.  


Discuss favourite words and phrases.  


Write poetry showing stamina and a positive attitude to writing.  


Evaluate writing with peers and adults.  


Read aloud what they have written with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear.

Mathematics


Multiplication and Division


Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables, including recognising odd and even numbers.  


Calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division within the multiplication tables and write them using the appropriate symbols.  


Show that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order and division of one number by another cannot.  


Solve problems involving multiplication and division.  


Length and Mass


Choose and use appropriate standard units to measure length/height and mass.  


Read scales to the nearest cm/m/g/kg.


Compare and order lengths and weights using <, > and =.
